Private dinners: Intimate discussion over dinner with select
stakeholders and policy-makers.

Receptions/ Parties: Large-scale conference receptions for select
guests or a range of conference delegates.

In 2013 our events programme will feature high-tech, interactive
fringes to facilitate participation from both attendees and non-
conference delegates through social media, twitter screens, live-
streaming and online forums.
